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To insure that you online training experience is as beneficial as possible, the following eligibility criteria must be met for participation:

Have access to an electronic device (laptop, cellphone, tablet) and a high-speed Internet connection.
We will be meeting synchronously or “live” via Zoom. High-speed Internet will be a necessity to maintain connection and to hear
and see what is happening. If you have not yet done so, please download Zoom on your electronic device and experiment with it.

Have reserved/protected space and time for training.
It is important that you are able to be present in workshop sessions with as few interruptions as possible (much like attending an
in-person training). Please make arrangements for children to be cared for while you are in training. This may require caregivers
to participate in different rounds.

Be on time and present!
If you are more than 15 minutes late, you will be asked to reschedule.

Be willing to actively participate.
Orientation, Pre-Service, and In-Service training are an interactive experience. An online environment makes it more challenging
for many people to feel comfortable speaking up, sharing, stories, and asking questions. Taking part in the online training means
that you are willing to be involved in the interactive nature of the training sessions in an online format, including being present on
screen during active training times.

Maintain confidentiality!
No portion of the training workshops will be video recorded via Zoom. We ask, due to the delicate issues often involved in child
welfare cases, that all participants maintain confidentiality of other participants and refrain from the use of any audio or video
recording devices during training time.
